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Brief History

Â Land has been reserved since the 50ôs 
recognising future traffic needs.

Â In the mid -1990ôs AGRA & the Greater 
Community identified the need to complete 
the MPF and Dingley Freeways

Â Andrew OôBrien Wells Road Corridor Study 
in September 1998 identified the benefits of 
building these important road infrastructure 
projects
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Brief History (cont.)
Â In the 1999 State Election, Labor 

campaigned with the promise to build the 
Dingley Freeway by 2002 and to complete 
the MPF Northern Extension by 2009. 
Labor narrowly won Carrum and was able 
to form government with the 3 
independents

Â During the 2002 election campaign, Labor 
promised that as a result of the Mitcham -
Frankston Freeway (MFF) traffic on Wells 
Road and surrounding roads would reduce 
by 30%. 
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Brief History (cont.)

Â In the 2002 election campaign, Labor 
promised óNO TOLLSô on the MFF. 
Immediately after the election, Tolls were 
introduced and the project re -named 
óEastLinkô

Â Liberal Party promised to build Dingley 
Freeway in the 2002 election, however did 
not form Government 

Â Both parties recognised the need for the 
Dingley Freeway

Economic

REASONS TO BUILD
Economic (cont.)

Â Reduction in local roads maintenance 
costs due to decreased usage.

Â Cheaper running costs for heavy transport 
vehicles. 

(Each gear shift costs at least $1).

Â One of the most effective means for using less fuel is the way 
you drive your truck. 

ÅImproved driving technique can reduce fuel consumption 
by up to 5 - 30%. Fuel efficient driving involves a range of 
elements including: 

ÅForward planning - looking at conditions ahead so that 
braking is minimised; 

ÅKeeping the truck moving and maintaining momentum 
wherever possible; 

ÅAvoiding jerky patterns of acceleration and deceleration; 
ÅKeeping the engine speed within the 'green band' and 

always using the highest possible gear (lower rpm means 
lower fuel consumption); 

ÅChanging gears as few times as possible.
