Bike Paths – AGRA is currently pushing council for funding in their budget to build a path between Nurten 
Parade and Secondary Drain.

Greening of Wells Road – committee member required to prepare a draft.

Bridge between Jackie Court and Wetlands – Overview given.


Aspendale Gardens Sports Grounds – Overview and update given by Ken. John Ronke advised that the 
only impediment was the lack of / provision of water. Council was waiting on State Government to give the 
OK, and then 
we could proceed to public consultation before decision. Funds are ready and available. 
Reply expected in 2-3 weeks 
from State Government to Council. Resident ‘Doug’ asked if we could get 
water from Carrum Water Treatment plant, but councilors said it was unlikely.


Playgrounds – Update given by Ken. Donna Bauer said recommendation was for Amott Court playground 
to remain. Resident ‘Ms Stewart’ gave overview. 


Community Centre – Overview given.

Community Fun Day – commitment to organize every 2 years.


AG Primary School – overview given with particular note on new Hall.


Shopping Centre – Update on status of new Bendigo Bank branch, Ritchie’s Community Benefits Card 
donations, possible development of roof area – nothing new or firm here, Post Office update – we are still 
pushing Australia Post.

General Community Matters – Discussion on Police focus group and Telstra’s inability to provide 
Aspendale Gardens with ADSL+ due to limitations on sub-exchange. Suggestion to refer this to the 
Telecommunications Ombudsman.

- Crime was the biggest local problem.

· Spike in offences in April 2010 mostly damage to cars. Advised everyone to always lock your cars and not leave valuables in plain sight.

· Burglaries – 2 in August in AG, 19 in all of Mordialloc

· Mordialloc Police were very short of resources, but getting 8 new people. Then we can put in proactive plans to reduce crime. At the moment cal only be reactive.

· Mordialloc Police has 3 cars – ample for our needs
